Congratulations!

You have been given access to the church building, and/or a specified room in the building. In most cases this is
a necessity for you to carry out your responsibility in the office you hold. In all cases it is a privilege rather than
aright. Accordingly, there are several things to remember when you exercise this privilege.

Always keep your key and Fob (if keyed access) secure.

Always memorize your access code (if you have coded access)

Always be certain to secure any doors you have opened. Do NOT depend on or assume that
responsibility on another party.

Never, under any circumstances, give your key or access code to another. You alone are responsible
for your key, Fob or access code.

Never, under any circumstances, copy, or request a vendor to copy your key for another’s use. Some
keys are marked “Do Not Duplicate” or at least numbered for a specific reason; to guard against a
breach in security.

Remember that any access way that is left open or unlocked is a breach in the security of the entire
church. Do not allow your key or code to be the source of that breach.

If for any reason you need an additional key please apply for one at the Office.

Please remember that your individual access to the church is a privilege and a breach of security is a
serious matter and could result in a loss of that privilege.

At the end of your term of office, if you do not retain your office or accept another office requiring
access, we will expect you to please return your keys to the church office.

Your service is appreciated at Avon Park Seventh-day Adventist Church. Please do all you can to make our
church a safe and secure place to work, study and Worship.
